HOSPITALIZATION SCHEME

The NUT has a collective policy on behalf of its members which provides compensation if a member is injured as a result of an occupational accident which results in the member being treated as an in-patient in hospital for at least seven consecutive days. This injury must be the sole cause of the hospitalization.

This benefit is available to

· All members except left profession and retired members

· Student members

· Members through other schemes negotiated with central associations and through joint partnership schemes

Members on duty outside school are covered. A journey to and from work is considered to be part of the working day and is covered. Members on Union business in any category of membership are covered.

COMPENSATION PAYABLE

£600
Compensation is paid provided the following conditions are met

· The member is injured as a result of an occupational accident

· The member is treated in hospital as an in-patient for at least seven consecutive days

· The hospitalization occurs within one year of the accident

HOW TO CLAIM

Please call 020 7380 4784 to request a claim form.

A registered medical practitioner must complete the medical certificate section of the form. For accidents at school, the form must be supported by a letter from the head of school certifying that the accident occurred whilst the member was on duty.

EXCLUSIONS

The policy shall not apply to any event or result consequent upon

· War, naval, military or air force service or operations against an enemy

· The member engaging in air travel other than as a passenger

· The member engaging in parachuting, racing on wheels or horseback, winter sports or mountaineering
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
